EASTLAND COUNTY ROAD CROSSING AGREEMENT

A signed policy is required for all road crossings after May 12, 1981. 
 
The undersigned, LoneStar Transmission, LLC, 301 Congress Avenue, Suite 1850, Austin, Texas  78701, hereinafter referred to as LoneStar Transmission, LLC, enters into and makes an agreement with the Eastland County Commissioners Court, Eastland, Texas, and in order to get its products to market, it is necessary to construct an aerial transmission line cross a number of Eastland County roads, more specifically identified in the attached Exhibit A, over which the Commissioners have jurisdiction and a legal obligation to maintain in good repair.  Both parties are aware of possible damage to said road as a result of crossing construction on and over same, enter into the following agreement: 

(1) LoneStar Transmission, LLC agrees to cross only those sections of roads shown on the plats or charts attached hereto and incorporated herein for all purposes as Exhibit A. It is expressly understood that Eastland County does not purport hereby to grant any right, claim, title or easement in or upon this county road, and it is further understood that Eastland County may, at any time, require LoneStar Transmission, LLC to relocate this line, subject to provisions of governing laws, by giving thirty (30) days written notice to LoneStar Transmission, LLC at the address LoneStar Transmission, LLC has listed in this agreement. 
a. Three (3) segments of the proposed transmission line are subject to litigation pending in the 345th Judicial District Court of Travis County, in Cause No. D-GN-12-000361, styled LoneStar Transmission, LLC, v. Eastland County, Eastland County Commissioners Court, Eastland County Airport Zoning Commission, Wilks Ranch, FRAC Tech Services, LLC, and the Public Utility Commission of Texas.  
b. These three (3) segments or the proposed transmission line are specifically excluded from the terms of this Crossing Agreement, and will be addressed upon the disposition of the pending litigation referenced above.  

c. Eastland County reserves all rights, privileged and authority regarding the excluded segments, and specifically denies any authority to cross such roads until such time as a separate crossing agreement may be reached between Eastland County and LoneStar Transmission, LLC regarding these segments, specifically: Crossing ID#CR-9090-1123-2502-E, regarding Eastland County Road 133, CR-9082-1106-2502-E, regarding Eastland County Road 129, and CR-9084-1097-2502-E, regarding Eastland County Road 168.

(2) LoneStar Transmission, LLC shall hold harmless and indemnify Eastland County and the Commissioners Court of Eastland County, Texas, against any and all damages to property or injuries to persons caused by the proposed construction, and by acceptance of this approval agrees to make all changes and alterations to said utility lines as may be required in connection with alteration, paving or relocation of any public road, without cost to Eastland County. 
(3) LoneStar Transmission, LLC agrees to construct its crossing in such a manner as to cause minimum inconvenience to traffic and adjacent owners. Road must be kept open to traffic if possible and in no event shall road be inaccessible to traffic for a period longer than ten (10) days. 
(4) No parallel lines will be installed in County right-of-way without special permission and a separate written agreement of the Eastland County Commissioners Court. 
(5) All lines, where practicable, shall be located to cross roadbed at approximately right angles thereto. 
(6) The cost of any and all repairs to road surface, roadbed, structures or other right-of-way features as a direct result of this installation will be borne by LoneStar Transmission, LLC.  Barricades, warning signs and lights and flagman when necessary shall be provided by LoneStar Transmission, LLC or contractor. 
(7) All excavations within the right-of-way and under surfacing shall be backfilled according to instructions of Commissioner in whose precinct crossing occurred. 
(8) It is further understood that in the future should Eastland County need to work, improve, locate, widen, increase, add to, or in any manner change this crossing, it will be changed under the directions of the Eastland County Commissioners at the complete expense of the LoneStar Transmission, LLC. 
(9) No crossing shall be removed from road without notification of the Eastland County Commissioners Court. LoneStar Transmission, LLC will bear all expense of repair to road and/or the drainage ditches related to the road when removal is made. 

This agreement shall be binding upon the heirs, successors, and/or assigns.
